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Abstract

This article on “Peace Philosophy” is written as a part of academic forum in the main
topic of “Wellbeing Wisdom for Peace”. Therefore, when the term wellbeing wisdom for peace
is addressed, the understanding of principles and philosophy of peace become dominant to
peoples’ cognition. Especially, when wellbeing wisdom means the wisdom and knowledge
that originate the balance between physical organs, human mind, wisdom, and society. Thus,
philosophy that means “love of wisdom” is also the principle of cognitive process that

enhance human capacity to build peace by balancing all of these components.
